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Parish Council NNeewwss 
At the October meeting of the Parish Council a 
parishioner reported that the roofing felt on the 
bus shelter near to the Church required attention.  
He also said he had received a complaint from a 
parishioner about people stapling notices on to 
the cork notice boards instead of using drawing 
pins and also attaching notices to the structure of 
the bus shelters. The clerk was asked to put a 
notice on the notice boards asking people to 
refrain from this practice. PC Gary Austin 
reported on two burglaries on the Heath and the 
theft of oil from farm premises during September. 
Cllr. Plumbly said the village would like to extend 
the Neighbourhood Watch Scheme and PC 
Austin said he was happy to attend a meeting 
with any interested parishioners later in the year.  
Cllr. Wood reported that the Chelmondiston 
Recycling Centre was still running at a loss and if 
 

this continued the opening hours may have to 
be cut. Cllr. Collins said it is proposed to build 
two Affordable Housing bungalows in Glebe 
Close and plans should be submitted to 
Babergh District Council shortly.  The Council

As we 
are in Halloween month we will be  

reading a selection of ghost stories. 
We will all be reading Don't Look Now contained 
in a book of short stories by Daphne du Maurier 
called Not After Midnight. A husband and wife 
travel to Venice following the death of their 
daughter where they keep seeing glimpses of a 
child-like figure in a red cloak similar to that worn 
by their child. Meanwhile they become involved 
with two elderly sisters one of whom is blind and 
claims to be psychic. Premonitions of death prove 
well founded. In addition the following books are 
additional reading.  
  The Woman in Black by Susan Hill. Set in the 
19th century, a young solicitor attends the funeral 
of an elderly reclusive widow at her desolate 
house on a causeway near an east coast market 
town. He is there subjected to a terrifying haunting 
by the Woman in Black which eventually leads to 
disaster for his family. 
  The Turn  of the Screw by Henry James. This 
1898 novella tells the story of a young governess 
given sole responsability for an orphaned brother 
and sister living on a country estate in Essex. The 
children prove charming until the governess sees 
her dead predecessor and her lover in the house 
and grounds. They continue to exert a malign and 
corrupting influence on the children until tragedy 
ensues. 
Dark Matter by Michelle Paver. This is the first 
ghost story for adults by the author published this 
year. It is set in the Arctic circle in the 1930's. The 
radio operator on a scientific expedition in 
northern Norway spends four months alone where 
his camp is haunted by a malevolent spirit which 
reveals the cruelty leading to the haunting. 
  Oh,Whistle and I'll come to You, My Lad by M R 
James. M R James was a mediaeval scholar who 
made his home in Great Livermere. This 1904 
short story was included in his first collection 
called Ghost Stories of an Antiquary. A Cambridge 
academic viists a local graveyard while staying in 
Felixstowe. He finds a bone whistle there and 
discovers that he has summoned up a terrifying 
spectre. If anyone would like more information 
contact Judith on 01473 327394.

Continue winter digging and adding organic 
matter. Plant summer fruiting raspberry canes. Prune apple and pear trees. Dig up rhubarb, 
split and replant. Put net over winter brassicas. Protect winter cauliflowers from the cold. 
Start to review your notes and plan next year’s plot. Dig up mint and chive roots to pot and 
store inside for winter. Cover late-sown parsley and chervil. Plant broad beans, garlic, hardy 
peas and rhubarb. To store chicory for up to a month, keep it wrapped in black polythene in 
the fridge. If the ground is very wet when garlic needs to go in, make a hole with a spade 
handle and add sand for better drainage. Save pruning’s for branch supports and twiggy 
lengths for peas. (Discard any with signs of fungal disease.
