ON THE VEGGI PLOT FOR AUGUST... 
Start collecting the fallen leaves to begin making leaf mould for the winter mulch and store in 
a contained but open area. Pot up herbs: basil, chives, coriander, mint and parsley to 
overwinter under cover. Keep brassicas netted to protect from hungry birds. Sow outdoors 
baby spinach, onions, turnip winter radish. Plant spring cabbage and overwintering onion sets 
(Japanese). To prolong the spinach crop, always cut the leaves. If the leaves are pulled or 
twisted, it may cause root disturbance which can encourage the plant to bolt and run to seed. 
When collecting seeds to save for next year, leaves peas/beans in their pods. When the 
peas/beans rattle, it is time to remove them and store in an airtight container. 
SEASONAL VEG TO EAT THIS MONTH... 
Beetroot, broccoli, cabbage, carrots, cauliflower, chard, chillies, courgette, cucumber, French 
beans, garlic, globe artichoke, lettuce, onion, marrow, peas, peppers, potato, radish, rocket, 
runner beans, shallots, spinach, spring onion, squash, sweet corn, tomatoes, turnip. Apples, 
blackberries, damsons, figs, pears, plums.  Full variety of herbs.
